i. S(A)P Community Road Safety Funding and Closing the Gaps Funding for
Maori and Pacific People

Community funding is alocated each year via loca authorities to Road Safety
Coordinators and community groups under the annual road safety programme,
managed by the LTSA. The community based programmes have been very
successful in encouraging local ownership and responsibility for road safety
issues.  The new funding will meet community demand for more local
involvement in road safety initiatives appropriate to their own needs.

As a reault of the increase in funding made available by the Government to
support community road safety initiatives, including focus on Maori and Pecific
peoples road safety issues, a significant number of new projects have been funded
for the current year.

ii. 2010 Road Safety Strategy
The 2010 Road Safety Strategy was released in October for public consultation.

Road Safety improvements require new direction and commitment from al levels
of NZ society. The Strategy document sets out a framework for discussion and
options available to achieve a level of safety experienced in other parts of the
world.

Public comments and submissions due 22 December 2000 are being sought on the
types of safety programmes and activities that would need to be implemented in
order for New Zedland to reach the overal goa and targets for 2010.
