4. Follow-up Actions

1. A workshop was convened on 16 March 2001 to discuss the report
recommendations.  The workshop participants included: ATIL personnel, consent
planners and policy advisors from both Councils, subdivision engineers and consent
management staff from Porirua City Council.  This workshop proved to be useful in
allowing a full and open dialogue to occur between ATIL personnel and the people
working in the area.

2. Currently we are seeking cost estimates for upgrading the Wellington Regional
Council Silt Guidelines.

5. Communication

Council staff have had regular meetings and correspondence with officers of Porirua City
Council during the investigation period.  There will be further communication between
these two organisations for the development of new procedures over joint consent
processing, monitoring, and education.
