Noted of bank erosion potential of
Whakataki River and need for care in siting
dwellings. Also noted possible need for Regional
Council consent for river crossing.

11 lot subdivision, SH 2, Opaki. Made
recommendations to mitigate flood risk from
stream.  Also noted consent requirements for
stream crossing, and supported maintaining public
access between reserves.

2 lot subdivsion, Donovans Road, Kopuaranga.
Noted of lack of flooding information in this area,
and recommended investigations before siting any
new dwellings.

4 lot subdivision, Guthrie Crescent, Castlepoint.
Supported connection to reticulated sewer and
stormwater systems. Noted erosion potential and
supported proposed restrictions.
