Purpose

To report to the Committee on the resource consent application from Flood
Protection Department, Greater Wellington — The Regional Council, received
under the Resource Management Act 1991 (the Act).

Background

The officer’s recommending report is attached. As all submitters have
withdrawn their right to be heard, there is no need to have a formal hearing.
