The information contained in this
report relates to Greater Wellington
entering into an agreement with the
Crown and Taranaki Whanui to assist
in facilitating part of the cultural
redress proposed for the Port
Nicholson Block Treaty of Waitangi
claim of Taranaki Whanui. The
agreement has not yet been entered
into. The report outlines terms of the
proposed agreement which may still
be negotiated. Having this part of the
meeting open to the public would
disadvantage the Council if further
negotiations were to take place as it
would reveal the Council’s negotiation
strategy. Greater Wellington has not
been able to identify a public interest
favouring disclosure of the particular
information above in public
proceedings of the meeting that would
override the identified prejudice.
