2. Council covenants to rectify any agreement or obligation assumed by the Attorney
under any deed signed by the Attorney pursuant to, or under, this Power of Attorney,
and to ratify any act, agreement or obligation assumed by the Attorney and necessary
to render the foregoing effectual.
